1. Introductions:
Laura Wiener, Chair (Immediate Past Advisory Council Chair) called the meeting to order at 9:15.
Members attending the meeting introduced themselves.

2. Discussion:

Members of the Election Committee discussed plans for the upcoming election of Chair and Vice
Chair of the Advisory Council for the term beginning November, 2013, through October, 2014.

After discussing the roles and responsibilities of the leadership positions, Mr. Montgomery and
Mr. Gowing agreed to have their names placed in nomination and are seeking election to the
offices of Chair and Vice Chair, respectively.

The Election Committee will place David Montgomery in nomination for the office of Chair, and
Mike Gowing in nomination for the office of Vice Chair at the September 11, 2013, meeting of the
Advisory Council.
